Dear friend of Israel,

My name is Keith Lepor and I am a Republican candidate for Congress running against Rep. Stephen Lynch (D) in Massachusetts’ 9th Congressional district. Given the events of this past week in the eastern Mediterranean, I wanted to take the opportunity to make very clear to you my position on Israel’s unassailable right to self defense.  

Israel was -- and continues to be -- justified in taking all actions necessary to ensure that the blockade of Gaza remains in effect, thus preventing weapons from reaching the Hamas terrorists. While the world reflexively condemns Israel and the White House continues in its failure to stand with any moral clarity, I understand, like you, that Israel has lived from the day of its birth on the edge of existence. Surrounded by sworn enemies who do not, will not and can not bring themselves to recognize Israel’s fundamental right to exist; and who direct far more energy to Israel’s destruction then their own national development, Israel has zero margin for error. 

The US-Israel relationship is a strategic and vital alliance. The ongoing threat of Islamic extremism and the War on Terror are matters that unite both countries in our determination for defeating this evil. Since the 9/11 atrocities, Israel has remained a significant strategic ally. Israel has been vital in helping us understand the elements of the common enemies we face today – the Islamic terrorists’ organizations and the rogue states that sponsor them.  


With family ties that go back to my father’s role in the Israeli War of Independence, I have been a consistent and strong supporter of Israel. By profession, I am a freelance photojournalist specializing in guerilla warfare and counter-insurgency and most recently spent a year in support of US and Coalition forces in Afghanistan. I have a graduate degree in Middle East Studies from Cairo, Egypt and a post-graduate degree in International Relations/Political Economy from Oxford University. 

If elected to represent the citizens of the 9th Congressional District my voting record will stand in sharp contrast to that of Stephen Lynch.  I will consistently vote against allowing Iran to develop nuclear weapons.  I will speak up and vote in support of Israel when it is vilified at the UN and I will ensure that Israel’s special relationship with the US does not falter. The Goldstone Report was reprehensible and unlike the incumbent, I would have voted for its condemnation.
In the aftermath of Senator Scott Brown’s historic upset, there are no safe seats. Lynch, has a formidable adversary in the Democratic Primary which will force him to use important resources, making him vulnerable in the general election. We have a real 
opportunity for change in the 9th Congressional District but it will not happen without the support of the pro-Israel community.  

My next critical date will be my quarterly filing with the Federal Election Commission (FEC) on June 30th.  In order to communicate the stark differences between me and Stephen Lynch I ask you to kindly contribute to my campaign prior to that date.
